Preparation Before Mass

At our recent Liturgy Committee Meeting, 
Fr. Tom requested that we find Sacristans to
set up and pick up after Mass.  We have two 
priests ministering to three parishes.  They are 
celebrating Mass six times each weekend at three locations.


Ideally, we would find one parishioner for each Mass.  We will be making an appeal to recruit more Liturgical Ministers.


For the time being, the committee decided that the Eucharistic Ministers are going to have to handle the Sacristan’s duties.
Generally, Bread and Cup 1 will be responsible.
I would ask that Lectors also, help out.


There will be a checklist posted in the Sacristy.  It will list everything that needs to be done before and after Mass.


Check the Credence Table before Mass.  There will be a list under the glass.  Everything on the list should be there.


I will be at Mass for the first few weeks to go over things.

FOR EUCHARISTIC MINISTERS
When you set the Altar, please unfold the Corporal so that it can be re-folded with any crumbs inside.  The Priest should not have to flip the Corporal over to re-fold it.

As you can see from the list of Eucharistic Ministers, we are very short Ministers.  So please, be prepared to distribute Communion at any Mass you attend.

I changed the format of the schedule this month.  Please let me know if you think this new format is confusing.
